The lead ship was shot down in the landing
zone with the downed crew in heavy contact with the enemy and with one man wounded. Warrant Officer
Simmons volunteered to go into the hostile landing zone to extract them.

Making a low level pass at high speed, his aircraft still received several hits from automatic weapons fire,
rockets and mortars, because he had to hold his aircraft at a hover and wait for the crew as they battled their
way towards the ship. Upon departing the steep hillside, Warrant Officer Simmons had to use every bit of his
knowledge and experience to evade the enemy fire. His complete disregard for his own personal safety and
his devotion to duty were in keeping with the highest traditions of the military service and reflect great credit

upon himself, his unit and the United States Army

PASSING OF CODE TALKER

WINDOW ROCK - Joe Morris Sr., a member of the
Navajo Code Talkers who confounded the Japanese
during World War Il by transmitting messages in their
native language, has died. He was 85.

Navajo Nation officials in Arizona say Morris died
Sunday from undisclosed health complications in
Riverside, California.

Tribal President Ben Shelly on Wednesday ordered
flags on the Navajo Nation to be flown at half-staff
until Friday in honor of Morris, who lived in Indian
Wells.

Morris joined the Marines in 1944 along with 420
other Navajo Code Talkers. He served with the 6th
Marine Division 22nd Regiment in Guadalcanal, Guam,
Saipan, Okinawa, Tsingtao and China until he was
honorably discharged in 1946.

Morris is survived by his wife, Charlotte, three children
and three grandchildren. His funeral is scheduled
Monday in Riverside.

SGT. JOHN F. BAKER

His handshake was ironclad,
his voice crisp. Medal of
Honor recipient Sgt. John F.
Baker U.S. Army retired wants
desperately to make his latest
mission a success.

“I do much of my work out of
Fort Jackson, South Carolina,”
Baker said Monday at Jumer’s
Casino in Rock Island. The
area’s only Medal of Honor
recipient was in town to
deliver Medal of Honor coin
sets to those who helped
bring the John F. Baker Bridge
and veterans monument at
Jumer’s, to life.

“l get a chance to talk with
soldiers who are back in the
United States after serving

in Irag and Afghanistan. I'm
there to extend a hand, to
listen to what they have to
say, see how they are getting
back into life after going
overseas. Being a Medal of
Honor recipient shows them |
know and | understand.”

A second later, Baker’s eyes
widened and his voice grew
more intense. “There is
something that is eating at
me,” he said. “The suicide
rate among those who
have served in Iraq and

Afghanistan scares me. I'm
worried about these kids.
We -- all of us -- need to do
something to help.”

According to the Coalition for

Iraq & Afghanistan Veterans
website, a five-year research
effort (2004-2009) led by the
National Institute of Mental
Health, identified categories
of soldiers most at risk for
suicide.

It found:

-- The Army suicide rate has
more than doubled since
2004, from 10 to 22 per
100,000 among active-duty
soldiers, surpassing the rate
for civilians of the same age
and gender.

-- Suicide rates among men
increased from 15 to 22 per
100,000 when they deploy to
Irag or Afghanistan.

-- The suicide rate for female
soldiers triples when they go
to war, 15 per 100,000.

--There is an average of 10
failed suicide attempts for
each actual loss of life.

veterans, Baker said it’s time
to reach out. He said it’s a
simple method, and most
often the best. He urged any
veteran who comes across
someone they know has
served in Iraq or Afghanistan,
to welcome them home and
see how they are doing.

“Someone comes home and
you know they have served,
just stop and see how things
are going,”’ Baker urged the
veterans, adding that the

86 living Medal of Honor
recipients are dedicated to
the issue.

“Get a name, make a call.
We understand what they
have been through. We

understand what they face.
If you have five minutes,

give it to them, listen. If they
want to talk, talk, but listen
to them. It will go a long way.
We can help.”

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THE THREE RIFLE VOLLEYS AT MILITARY FUNERALS

The foundation for firing of 3
volleys from a squad of riflemen,
our Color Guards, to honor our
Veterans is said to have its genesis
from the large European, dynastic
Armies that sounded 3 volleys to
alert armies that the their dead
had been removed from the field
of battle. The 3 volleys were fired
in the air to alert the armies that
the battle could resume.

The current Color Guards consist
of a squad of odd numbers,
usually 3 -7 men. Many people
call the 3 rifle volleys a 21-gun
salute. Guns are not used to

fire the volleys, rifles are. A
21-gun salute is reserved for
Presidents or Heads of State. Vice
Presidents, Generals, Colonels

receive lesser numbers of volleys
in descending order, less than 21.

It is generally accepted today

the 3 spent rounds represent
Duty, Honor, Country and though
technically illegal, 3 spent rounds,
sometimes polished, are inserted
into a fold in the Flag. The 3
volleys also represent a farewell
and final salute to the Veteran
who has faithfully served under
the Flag that drapes his casket or
remains.

All Members of the Armed Forces
take an oath to uphold the
Constitution. That oath has no
expiration date.

Taps is an American call
composed the Union’s Army

Brigadier General Daniel
Butterfield in 1962. Butterfield
composed the tune to replace the
“Tattoo” [ lights out ], which he
considered too formal.

The sound soon became known
as Taps since it was often tapped
out on a drum in the absence of
a Bugle. Before the year was out,
the sounding of Taps became the
practice in both Northern and
Southern camps. The U.S. Army
officially adopted Taps in 1874.
